The Principle of Displacement is such an important principle in God’s Word that I will try to explain it another way.

Imagine that I have a glass full of polluted water and I penetrate the full glass of polluted water by filling it with valuable diamonds. What have I done? I have displaced the polluted water in the glass with something of greater value. In that same way, I displace the ungodly thoughts placed in my mind by Satan when I am obedient to God and fill my mind with something of greater value like the things He has commanded me to think about in Philippians 4:8.

Assumption:

The plan for making disciples that Jesus introduced to us assumes that true believers, disciples, will be obedient to His command and make disciples.

2.
For the following visual, we will assume that every person discipled goes on to disciple two people per year until everyone in the world has had the opportunity to accept Jesus as personal Lord and Savior and be discipled.

Question: How important is it to obey Jesus?
If we began with just one Christian today, how long would it take for every person in the world—an estimated 7.28 billion people as of 2014—to be given the opportunity to accept Jesus as personal Lord and Savior and then to be discipled, equipped to live in victory as Christians, and trained to make disciples who make disciples?

Answer:  It would take less than 16.5 years. But because of our disobedience to Jesus’ command to go and make disciples, more than two-thirds of the world’s people remain unsaved, and millions have never heard of Jesus.
