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The situation:tc "Situation\:"
Our church was without a pastor, and we were searching for the man we believed God had already chosen to be our pastor. My heart was expectant but also filled with questions concerning what our church would look like and be like with our new pastor.
Note:

When our pastor, Newman McLarry, left our church in 1975, God gave me this promise:
"Then I will give you shepherds after my own heart, who will lead you with knowledge and understanding." 
—Jeremiah 3:15 NIV1984
Notice that shepherds is plural, so the three times we have been without a pastor since Newman left, God has renewed this promise for me for our next pastor. Each time, God has been faithful to give us pastors who have led us “with knowledge and understanding.” Now we were at that crossroads again, but we knew that God would lead us because He is faithful!

The question I was asking God:tc "Question I was asking God\:"
“Father, my heart cry is that You would lead us to the man You have already chosen to be our pastor. Would you please keep us from making a mistake in the call?”
God's answer/specific personal promises:tc "Answer/specific personal promise\:"
"See, I have made him a witness to the peoples, 
a leader and commander of the peoples. 
Surely you will summon nations you know not, 
and nations that do not know you will hasten to you, 
because of the LORD your God, 
the Holy One of Israel, 
for He has endowed you with splendor."

It was said of Charles Finney that he was a man with a "divine anointing of the Holy Spirit that made him a power in the pulpit and socially for the conversion of souls," and that is what I was asking God for in our new pastor.
