 The situation: 

Jerry and I were at Ridgecrest, North Carolina, where we were staying for the summer while we were discipling the student summer workers at the Ridgecrest Retreat Center. One day I was discipling a group of girls, and we were all seated at a large table in our cabin. The shades on the windows across the front were up, and a thunderstorm was going on outside. Lightning came through the window and traveled down the center of the table, striking a night light in an electrical socket on the wall. It happened so quickly we hardly realized what had happened. Then the lightning came through the window again. There were ten of us around the table, and we all hit our knees. After it was over, needless to say, we closed the shades on the windows and thanked God for His protection, mercy, and grace. 
The question I was asking God: 
None, but in my quiet time later that day, God spoke to me about our experience earlier in the day.
God's answer/specific personal promises: 
“He delivers…
And opens their ears…
Behold, God is great…
He covers His hands with lightning,

And commands it to strike [the mark]. 

His thunder declares it…”

The rest of the story: 
The Lord used the lightning that day as a precious reminder to us that He is the blessed controller of all things and that he had directed the lightning and had delivered us from the destruction of it. I still have the night light, and you can readily see where the lightning hit it. It is a beautiful reminder to me of God's deliverance over and over in my life—especially on that particular day. It was a miracle that the lightning did not touch any of us as it traveled through the window and across the table and struck the night light in an electrical socket behind us. God blessed us with His protection.
The truth(s) God was reinforcing in my life:

God is our deliverer. He is great, and He is the blessed controller of all things, including “the mark” where the lightning struck. God is watching over us. Sometimes God allows unusual things to happen to give us the opportunity to grow in our faith.
