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The situation:tc "Situation\:"
My mother had had a stroke and was back in the hospital in Memphis. As I sat with her in her hospital room, my mind was full of questions, 

Note:

I knew that if Mother recovered, she was too weak to continue staying in her assisted living apartment in Memphis. 
The question I was asking God:tc "Question I was asking God\:"
“God, what is Your will? What is the next step we are to take with Mother?”
Note:

While I was reading God's Word, the Lord comforted my heart concerning Mother. 
God's answer/specific personal promise:tc "Answer/specific personal promise\:"
"Because he [she] has set his [her] love upon Me, therefore I will deliver him [her];

 I will set him [her] on high, because he [she] has known My name." 
—Psalm 91:14 NKJV
Note:

I did not know if God was going to call Mother home to Himself or if she would leave the hospital. Then God comforted my heart with a confirmation. 
God's confirmation promise:

"He [you] shall call upon Me, and I will answer him [you];

 I will be with him [you] in trouble; 
I will deliver him [you] and honor him [you]...
And show him [you] My salvation."

Note:

Mother left the hospital in a more weakened condition. The Lord provided a way for Mother to be admitted to the St. Francis Nursing Home in Memphis. The home is connected to the St. Francis Hospital, and they wheeled her down the hallways from her hospital room to her nursing home room. It was a miracle that they had room for Mother, and we were told by several of Mother's friends that this was a wonderful nursing home, one of the very best in Memphis. I was still concerned about how they would care for her, and God spoke to my heart: “You shall call on Me, and I will answer you.” So I called on God again, and He answered.
