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The situation:tc "Situation\:"
A church in another city called our son Don as their children's pastor. Don accepted, but he was asked to be on the field before they could sell their home in the city where they were living. This meant he had to leave for his new place of ministry while Daphne stayed behind with the children to try and sell their home. The separation for Don, Daphne, and the children for nine weeks was very difficult for them. Daphne was left with the children and the responsibility of selling their home, and this compounded the stress of their separation.
The question I was asking God:tc "Question I was asking God\:"
“Father, would You please make it possible for Daphne and the children to be with Don? Would you please sell their home if this is Your plan for them?”
God's answer/specific personal promises:tc "Answer/specific personal promise\:"
"I will lead...by ways they have not known, 
along unfamiliar paths I will guide them; 
I will turn the darkness into light before them 
and make rough places smooth. 

These are the things that I will do; 
I will not forsake them."
