The situation:tc "Situation\:"
While I was discipling a young married woman, she was going through a very difficult time with her parents. They had divorced, and things were very hurtful and stressful for her among her father, stepfather, and mother. She felt very much abandoned by her parents. 
The morning after she had poured out her heart to me, I was praying for her and asking God to comfort her heart. While reading in my Psalm readings for that day, my heart was moved as I read Psalm 27:10 NKJV.

Note:

I like to read five Psalms a day after reading in my regular calendar Bible reading plan. I start with the days date and add 30 to each Psalm. (Example: on Jan 1, I read Psalm 1 and then add 30 which makes the five Psalms for that date Psalms 1, 31, 61, 91, 121. The Psalms “explore the full range of human experience in a very personal and practical way” (Introduction to the Psalms, NKJV, Holman Publishers). They give praise to God for His wonderful works and ways, and they keep me focused on Him.
The question I was asking God:tc "Question I was asking God\:"
“Dear God, would You please comfort ________ and help me to encourage her with Your comfort?”
God's answer/specific personal promise:tc "Answer/specific personal promise\:"
When my father and my mother forsake me, 
Then the Lord will take care of me. 
—Psalm 27:10 NKJV

I knew the Lord had spoken this to my heart for me to share with this precious young woman. I shared this verse with her, and it brought tremendous comfort to her heart. As always the Word meets us at our point of need, bringing comfort and peace when we find ourselves in a stressful situation. 
The truth(s) God was reinforcing in my life:

God will never forsake us even when others do. God’s love never fails. God will take care of us. Pray on behalf of others.
